What We Live By
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Around the corner from by my house, a little boy plays often out on the sidewalk. In my imagination, my belt had all kinds of gizmos that propelled me to high places to dodge blows from the villain’s gang of hooligans, and of course, my bike had rockets that raced me around my neighborhood to help any person in danger from the evil foe.

 As I got older and more mature, I dropped all my superheroes from the comics, and I went to someone more real, James Bond. I still have to say that I am always waiting until the next James Bond movie is out, 
and like with Batman, I wonder what the new gadgets that James Bond will use to fight his adversary. Maybe that is the idea I need to pitch to Hollywood-James Bond and Batman Save the World.  As adults, we tend to 
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forget our perspective that we had of the world when we were children. As children, we walked around looking up at everything. The world is basically made for adults, so as children we were always reaching up and looking up at things and people. 

Seeing that everything is bigger than ourselves can lead to feelings that can overwhelm us, especially when we were small children. Like the little boy around the corner from me, children will build in their imaginations defense mechanisms to battle all the things in the world that is bigger than them. As Spiderman, my little friend around the corner has built in his yard with his Spiderman costume a world where he has the power to keep himself safe.

Not to over analyze the role and purpose of having superheroes, because for the most part, I am sure the little boy playing Spiderman was just having fun, and as adults, we watch the latest Avenger movie for only our entertainment to escape our present realities for a few hours. But I can’t help but think that after we walk away from having seen strength and power that is far above our own human abilities that we want at least some of this super power in our lives as we fight our battles in life. 

I have a theory that we have a feeling for the need for extraordinary power in our lives that is very similar to what we needed in childhood. After all, life is tough. say that we can’t handle something that is hard because we want to appear that we can carry the world on our shoulders. I am all for that we can “pull ourselves up by our boot straps” in the sense that we are to persevere and find ways to better ourselves, especially in hard times. 

I do not like the idea of giving up on anything, and I even like the inspiring thought that we can be self-made people. We hear stories of people coming to this country and making something out of near nothing. As much as I like the grit of athletes who train vigorously to win, the diligence of students who knock themselves with hours of study to get the grades to get their dream job, and the industrious people who run businesses that create jobs for communities, I believe that the human spirit has its limits.   
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As a matter of fact, if the human spirit has any power, it is only because it has been charged up by another power. I will get to that other power that is most essential in a minute. Out of curiosity as the saying “pulling up oneself by your bootstraps” came into my mind, I decided to google the phrase. When the phrase first came out, it was meant to be ludicrous. A person can pull their boots on by bootstraps, but it is impossible for a person to pull himself up by his bootstraps. 

In our time, we do not think it is absurd that a person can pull himself up on his own, and our egos do try to convince us that we have power within ourselves to accomplish anything. Whenever I go to see my favorite team, the Chicago Cubs, play and game, and when they are struggling, I want to say put me in coach. I always wanted to play baseball, but I have to admit I lacked some talent. Even with tons of practice, I was just not meant to be a pitcher. 

The human spirit has its limits, but we do have limitless power in life to move and have our being and that power is only by the power of the Holy Spirit. 
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 We cannot do anything except by the Holy Spirit. In seminary we had an elective course that we could take in addictions. I took the course and one requirement was to attend several AA meetings. I learn about Bill W. the founder of Acholic Anonymous. He found that in trying to overcome his addiction to alcohol that he could only do it by a higher power. For him, he lived by his faith that took him to the power of God in Christ that was given to him by the Holy Spirit.

St Paul talks about how there is one thing that he does that he ardently does not want to do but does do it.  I always thought that the way that he states his problem that it sounds like he has an addiction. Maybe he writes about this one thing and does not tell us what it is because he knows that all humans struggle with something. We might not call that one thing an addiction, but we do have our issues in life.
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King David writes about walking in the valley of the shadow of death. In looking at the world about us, we have to say that our world is chaotic, messy, and unsafe. When we walk out the door, we are vulnerable to all kinds of threats and dangers. But we still walk out our doors every day because we know that we can get through each day.

David did not say that there was no evil in the world. What he did say was that he would not fear it. The reason that he would not fear anything was that he knew he had a higher power watching over him. He knew that Lord was with him every step of the way. 

A big question in life is “What do I live by?” By what we live by determines how our lives turn out.  If we live by fear, we will live too afraid to face the challenges that life offers us. These challenges are opportunities to live life fuller, but if we are fearful of what can lead to changes, even if these changes are better for us, we will lead very limited lives. 

In so many places in Scripture, it says that we are not to be afraid. For instance, during the time of the birth of Jesus, God made sure Mary was confident about giving birth although she was a virgin, Joseph had the boldness to take Mary as a wife although he was not the father of the child, and shepherds could come and worship Jesus as the Savior of the world. 
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We, too, need to be confident in all the situations that God calls us to in life. By definition, fear is uneasy thoughts and feelings about what is unknown to us. At first, it seems our fears can protect us against what is bad in the world. Fear is a red flag that alerts us to danger, but we also need to know that nothing can harm us in life. 

As Christians, our higher power is Christ who has defeated death, sin, and the devil when he died on the cross in our place for the forgiveness of our sins. Living by faith in all that Christ has done for us and the power that we have by the Holy Spirit, we can move freely and confidently in this world.
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To be clear, living by faith will not make the world and not even necessarily our lives free from the chaos and the bad that evil wants to do. Living by faith will not always fix our problems and make life easier. When we live by faith and a true Christian love with others, our lives may get more difficult as some people in the world will reject our love in Christ as they refuse to understand this unconditional love. 

We can count on with the greatest amount of confidence that when we live by faith, we will get through all the situations that come our way. Like St Paul after he did see himself giving into the thing that he did not want to do, he did see Christ, and he knew that in Christ and with the power of the Holy Spirit that he had true life.
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St Paul told a young Timothy as he was starting out in ministry not to have a spirit of fear but to have one of power. We know that St Paul faced many hardships in his ministry, so he wanted Timothy to do well, and he knew that the only way to do well was by the power of God. I cannot help but think that as St Paul was writing this to Timothy that he was also taking it all in for himself as he was in a tough situation. 

St Paul spent most of his ministry in prison as he suffered for the spreading of the Gospel. He needed to hear the words of power from God to get through his situations. We need to tell others of the power of God because people are hurting in this troubled world. But we need to hear our own words of encouragement. Keep asking yourself the question, “What do I live by?” Then answer, “I live by faith of the power of Christ who is my strength given to me by the power of the Holy Spirit, and in this power, I can get through all things.”

.   .   .   November, 1926,  The Rev. Edward C. Kuehnert, was ordained and installed as the 2nd Pastor of Saint Philip.

.   .   .   On Sunday, November 4, 1928, the laying of the Cornerstone, for our  Church, took place in a Service at 3:00 P.M.  The Rev. Edward Kuehnert, the 2nd Pastor of Saint Philip, was the officiating Minister.

The Cornerstone was taken from the “Old Church” and inserted into the Church wall facing the Interior Court.  For a closer look at the location of the Cornerstone, walk out to the “Garden of Thanks and Remembrance” and look up at the South-West corner of Church.

The contents of the Cornerstone includes:  1)  The Holy Bible;  2)  Luther’s Small Catechism;  3)  An English and German Hymnal;  4)  The Constitution of Saint Philip and a brief history;  5)  A list of Voting Members and Church Officers;  6)  A copy of  “The Lutheran Witness” and “Der Lutheraner” and “Mission Staube”;  7)  The Synodical Handbook;  8)  A copy of The Augsburg Confession;  9)  Autographs of President Calvin Coolidge;  Governor Leonard Small and Mayor William Thompson;  10)  Copies of the main sections of “The Chicago Tribune” and “Sonntagspost”;  11)  A write-up from “The Lincolnite”; 12)  A picture of the “Old Church” at Lawrence and Oakley;  13)  A copy of the Saint Philip “Herald.” 

.   .   .   Thanksgiving Day has been celebrated on the 4th Thursday of November ever since July 15, 1863, following the Battle of Gettysburg, when President Abraham Lincoln proclaimed it as
